The South Carolina Festival of Discovery is the premier event of the year sponsored by the Uptown
Greenwood Development Corporation. Started in 2000, the Festival of Discovery has become the most
highly anticipated event in the region in just nine short years. The Festival celebrates the history, culture,
food, arts, crafts, music, and people that make South Carolina and Greenwood County such an incredible
place to live! The 2011 Festival offers fun for the entire family and will be held on Friday, July 8th and
Saturday July 9th.

The Festival of Discovery’s “Blues Cruise” celebrates the unique musical sound of the Blues with numerous
musical artists performing at Uptown Greenwood restaurants and venues, while the Kansas City Barbeque
Society (KCBS) BBQ & Hash Cook-Off focuses on the rich tradition of Carolina Barbeque.

2010 proved to be the biggest year yet for the Festival of Discovery as 102 certified judges and 85 teams
participated in the KCBS Barbeque Competition. We also expanded the “Blues Cruise” to include two new
venues. Festival participants and attendees, including barbeque teams, judges, and other vendors, traveled
to Greenwood from 210 zip codes and 14 states (including Washington, New York, D.C., Arizona, Oklahoma,
and Louisiana).

The South Carolina Festival of Discovery continues to be a crowd pleaser. The event has been named a Top
20 Event in the Southeast by Southeast Tourism Society and has received the Bundy Award from South
Carolina Parks, Recreation, and Tourism. The festival was also featured in an episode of Food Network
“Challenge” that aired in January of 2010.

With an estimated attendance of 25,000 people, the economic impact on Greenwood is significant. Blues
musicians and blues fans, BBQ teams and judges, and other festival attendees not wanting to miss any of
the action often choose to stay in Greenwood’s hotels and patronize local restaurants and retail
establishments. The 2010 Festival of Discovery generated over $1,000,000 in revenue to the local economy
of Greenwood. This is an increase of over 20% from 2009!
